Summary of our recommendations

We have considered all the submissions we received
during our consultation on our draft recommendations.

The final recommendations propose that Lambeth should
have 63 councillors, the same as there are now.

Lambeth should have 25 wards, an increase of four. The
boundaries of all of the existing wards should change.

The 63 councillors should represent 13 three-councillor
wards and 12 two-councillor wards across the borough.
